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Question: What is the oldest Greek letter society?
Answer: Phi Beta Kappa

The Kappa Alpha Order is the oldest social fraternity
and was founded in 1825 at Union College, but the
oldest fraternity to utilize Greek letters, and the
organization credited for the birth of fraternities, is Phi
Beta Kappa.

Phi Beta Kappa was founded in
December 1776 at the College of
William and Mary. Secret societies,
such as the Flat Hat Club, had
existed at the College of William and
Mary for at least 25 years prior, but
the founders of Phi Beta Kappa
wanted their organization to be
different. According to their opinion,
and unlike its predecessors, Phi
Beta Kappa was founded on
honorable intentions, and adopted a motto which is
indicated by the Greek initial of Phi, Beta, and Kappa.

The founders of Phi Beta Kappa decided to expand
their society to other campuses and four more
chapters were chartered in 1779. Additional chapters
were named according to the order of the Greek

alphabet, Alpha being the first chapter, Beta as the
second, Gamma as the third, and so on. Many other
fraternities, and later sororities, have used this system
to indicate the order of each chapter’s founding.

Expansion of Phi Beta Kappa was suspended for
several years during the American Revolution and
several years following the completion of the war, but
the fraternity renewed its commitment to growth when
it opened another chapter at Union College in
Schenectady, New York.

Today, Phi Beta Kappa is a highly esteemed honor
society. Itis widely viewed as the most prestigious
college honor society for undergraduates, and
membership in the fraternity is seen as one of the
highest academic honors available to undergraduates
in liberal arts and the sciences.

A few of Phi Beta Kappa's famous members are:
W.E.B. DuBois, John D. Rockefeller, Henry Kissinger,
Ruth Bader Ginsburg, Gloria Steinem, Joseph
Lieberman, Bill Clinton, Hillary Clinton, Ashley Judd,
Glenn Close, Condoleeza Rice, George H.W. Bush,
William Rehnquist, and Peyton Manning.
