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This year Georgia Tech lost another of
our "first women," Elizabeth Herndon.

More than 50 years ago in 1952, two
women students became the first day
students to be enrolled at Georgia
Tech. This came after a lengthy battle
with the Board of Regents

to admit women to our
institution.These first

women were delighted

with the opportunity to

study engineering and

were not out to make

waves on campus, they

just wanted to be

engineers. Mrs. Elizabeth

Herndon was one of

these first two women at

Tech and became a

founder of the first sorority

at Georgia Tech, Alpha Xi Delta. Mrs.
Herndon died on December 6, 2006 at
84.

Elizabeth Herndon was a wonderful
example of a 'Tech woman.' She was
funny, strong and competent. Tech
was fortunate to reunite with her
during the 50th anniversary of women
and so was I. As a keynote speaker at
the Women's Leadership Conference
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in 2003, she captivated every woman
in the room - in every age group -
student, faculty, staff, and alumnae.
Her personal stories demonstrated
how to handle adversity with grace
and humor. When she graciously
answered her last question, she was
met with a spontaneous
and heartfelt ovation from
the several hundred
women in the audience,
admiration on every face.
She was a first,
deservingly so, and a role
model for all of us. Itis
not often in our lives that
we get to meet a woman
so directly connected to
opening the doors for
other women. We are in
those times now - with a
woman Secretary of State, a new
Speaker of the House, and even a
woman president of Harvard
University.

Elizabeth Herndon was a pioneer, a
role model, an inspiration. The lives
and dreams of these women live on in
all of us as we continue to create a
welcoming space for all students at
Georgia Tech.

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Georgia Tech’s Greek community is often recognized
by the 35 chapter houses prominently located on
East Campus. Whether good or bad, clean or dirty,
littered or well-maintained, our chapter houses are
symbols of the fraternity and sorority presence on
campus and currently house over 1,200 students.

For the most part, student leaders have the
responsibility for managing the property, general
maintenance, and safety training/preparation.

After months of work by dedicated student leaders,
Georgia Tech is now home to the Multicultural Greek
Council (MGC). Similar to the Collegiate
Panhellenic Council (CPC), Interfraternity Council
(IFC), and the National Pan-Hellenic Council
(NPHC), the MGC will serve as a Greek governing
body for culturally-based fraternities and sororities.
As a Greek governing body, the MGC will have the
power to charter new multicultural fraternities and
sororities. While the MGC continues to work on the
establishment of the council, there have been great
strides and accomplishments along the way.

Beginning with the Office of Greek Affairs in the fall
of 2005, existing multicultural Greek interest groups
were approached on the possibility of building a new
support structure for the growing number of
culturally-based campus fraternities and sororities.
From these conversations, five organizations came
forward to take a lead in the development of the
MGC: Alpha lota Omicron, Lambda Theta Alpha,
Lambda Upsilon Lambda, Sigma Beta Rho, and
Sigma Sigma Rho. Representatives of each
organization met weekly to discuss the steps to
creating a new governing board.

The group began the process of developing a
mission statement and governing documents in the
spring of 2006. With the guidance and support of
the Office of Student Involvement, the group
navigated itself through numerous drafts of the
constitution. The constitution of the Multicultural
Greek Council was approved by the Joint Campus
Organizations Committee, a division of the Student
Government Association, in January of 2007.

While the approval of the MGC constitution was a
huge accomplishment, the council must still address
the 10 member requirement outlined in the Joint
Campus Organizations Committee Policy (http://
sga.gatech.eduf/files/jcoc/jcoc_policy.pdf).

By nature, multicultural fraternities and sororities
follow a membership intake process modeled after
NPHC organizations, using a selective membership
process including interest sessions and applications.
More often than not, these organizations choose
small groups (about 1-5 people) to join at a time.
Because of this membership intake process, many
groups do not reach more than 5-6 members. While
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two Multicultural Greek Council chapters, Alpha lota
Omicron and Sigma Beta Rho, have surpassed the
10-member mark, the three remaining organizations
are well shy of 10 members. While many of our
organizations may measure success by the number
of members, these organizations measure success
on the level of dedication and close connections
between members.

Four newly-elected officers will lead the Multicultural
Greek Council through these challenges as well as
work to build the new governing board. Officers of
the Multicultural Greek Council are:
