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It has finally been decided that the "Greek Habitat 
Project" will be renamed Agape (ah-gah-pay).  It 
is an ancient Greek word meaning Love of 
Neighbor.  It was chosen because it is inherently 
Greek (just like this project), and it embodies the 
ideals of the project and our own ideals as social 
fraternities. 
 
The Agape Project is pleased to announce that it 
has begun work on it©s project for 2007. The 
Agape Project was started from last year©s Greek 
Habitat Build that raised $100,000 and provided 
250 student volunteers to build a home for a 
family in the English Ave. community, just west of 
Tech. After last year©s great success, we have 
decided to expand the project into a community-
university partnership with the English Avenue 

Neighborhood. For this year©s project will be 
building another Habitat for Humanity house. 
 
The new Director, Brandon Fierro, for The Agape 
Project has been selected and is currently 
recruiting for the 2007 Leadership Team.  We 
need a Fundraising Chair, Public Relations Chair, 
Volunteer Coordinator, and a Treasurer.  Check 
out the new website and apply at 
www.agape.gatech.edu.   
 
Also, the documentary of the project is on its 
way!  A trailer version of the film can be seen 
online.  We have also asked the entire Greek 
Community for a ten dollar per member donation 
to cover the down payment for this year’s house, 
and we are receiving great support! 
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This year, Relay For Life was held on April 13 at 
the CRC Fields.  The event is the largest annual 
fundraiser for the American Cancer Society and 
continues to be the largest 
fundraiser at Georgia Tech.  
Providing a great, carnival-type 
atmosphere with games, bands, 
and contests, Relay operates 
overnight to keep participants 
entertained for twelve hours from 
7:00 P.M. to 7:00 A.M.  The activity not 
only brings more than a thousand 
students, faculty, and alumni from the 
Georgia Tech community together for a 
fun-filled night, but also helps support the 
American Cancer Society and its 
lifesaving mission to eliminate cancer as a major 
health problem.  By participating, everyone 
honors cancer survivors, pays tribute to the lives 
that have been lost to cancer, and fights for a 
cure. 
 

The positive impact becomes apparent from the 
beginning of the event when Relay commences 
with a Survivor’s Lap to honor those who have 

fought back against this terrible 
disease.  Later in the night, 
everyone pauses in respect for 
the Luminary Ceremony and 
walks a silent lap around 
luminaries that honor loved ones 
who have passed away. 

 
Last year, Relay raised $60,000 to help 
cancer research, but managed to 
improve its numbers this year with about 
$64,000 in fundraising.  In addition, Bill 
Todd, Georgia Tech alumnus and CEO 

of the Georgia Cancer Coalition, capped off the 
night by matching the $11,000 that was 
submitted the Friday night of Relay and donated 
the total to cancer research conducted on 
Georgia Tech’s campus. 
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On February 17, The Dance Marathon steering 
committee co-sponsored by Phi Mu Sorority, held 
Georgia Tech©s fourth annual 
Dance Marathon.  Dance 
Marathon is a year-round 
fundraising organization that 
raises  money and awareness for 
Children©s Miracle Network. The 
Dance Marathon event, a 10-hour 
celebration of the money raised 
throughout the year and a 
recognition of Miracle Children, 
was held in O©Keefe Gym. The event included 
live bands, a d.j., Miracle Child stories, free food, 

a poker tournament, games, prizes, and a morale 
dance performed throughout the night. A total of 

230 people attended Dance 
Marathon, and they raised a total 
of $19,385 for Children©s Miracle 
Network. Phi Mu was the 
organization that raised the most 
money, raising $7,768. In 
addition, the two highest 
fundraisers were members of Phi 
Mu. Phi Mus remain actively 
involved in Dance Marathon to 

support their national philanthropy, Children©s 
Miracle Network. 
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On Saturday, March 31, Alpha Delta Pi held the 
Second Annual Race for Ronald.  Benefiting the 
Atlanta-area Ronald McDonald Houses, the 5k 
race and 1 mile walk/fun run had 200 
participants!  The 5K was finished in less than 17 
minutes, with a difficult final stretch up the Bobby 
Dodd hill.  All of the 
runners and walkers did 
great on the beautiful 
spring morning, enjoying 
the beautiful Tech campus 
in bloom, and hanging out 
on the North Avenue Lawn 
for post-race awards, 
prizes, and music.  The 
race could not have been made possible without 
the support of the many local businesses that 
made donations and provided support for the 
event, as well as the many families and friends 
who came and participated in the race. 
 
The Ronald McDonald Houses of metro-Atlanta 
are created to provide assistance and support to 
families with children undergoing extensive 

medical treatment. For many families, their child 
needs the treatment that can only be offered in 
Atlanta hospitals, which in turn, displaces many 
families from their homes and the support of their 
communities.  These families are offered the 
opportunity to reside in the Ronald McDonald 

House while the treatment 
is occurring, with services 
to provide transportation to 
and from treatments, a 
place to stay with a warm 
environment, and home 
cooked meals.  The 
staggering costs of medical 
bills can be an 

overwhelming burden and the Ronald McDonald 
House is able to ease the minds of many 
suffering families. As a refuge and a place of 
solace for many, the sisters of Alpha Delta Pi are 
enthusiastic about being able to support such a 
wonderful and worthy cause. Huge thanks go out 
to everyone who helped prepare for, volunteered 
in, and participated in the race.
